answers to questions offspring which grow into adults
Example

Children were asked to sort and sequence pictures for the life cycles of a butterfly, ladybird,
spider, human and frog. An adult scribed comments on post-its. A selection of ordering and
post-its is presented below (from a mix of children — pictures do not match comments).

Children meeting the objective would be able to match the offspring and explain why they had
ordered in this way e.g. “because you start off in your mummy’s tummy so it’s baby first’, the
babies come out of the eggs then they grow bigger”, “this is how they grow up and get bigger”.
